PUBLIC COMMENT

Walter Harbaz, Vliet St., “I have been here a few times and want to go on record, that I am not very satisfied with the paving on Vliet Blvd.  When I was here about a month ago, they said it was going to start.  They started the week after, which was great.  They milled the road, and then it sat there for about a month before they did anything else.  Then, when they put the top course paving on, it is supposed to be 45 degrees, and tack coat.  Which they did not do.  When they finally came to do my driveway it was 32 degrees outside.  I am not happy, the road does not look great, all the catch basins on the opposite side of the street did not get raised or adjusted, they drop in.  I am going on record that if my driveway peals up or whatever, I will have somebody come in professionally and do it, and send the bill to the City.  This has been dragging on for 2 years.  When I came in and complained something was done.”

Mayor Primeau, “That is not the case; it is a case of timing.  We had a scheduled timing; it just happened that when you came here it was just falling into the already made schedule.  This was a big project we took on, and to be honest, we have gotten nothing but praise over what the guys done and how it was completed.”

Walter Harbaz, “You stated that the catch basins were going to be raised and none of them were.”

Mayor Primeau, “We happen to have the Commissioner of OGS and one of his foremen here now.  Is that the case, we did not raise these up?”

Kenneth Radliff, Commissioner of OGS, “Yes the collars were put on and they were raised.”

Council Member Ricard, “Can we hear from Kenny about the road?”

Kenneth Radliff, “We put down the required thickness, compacted and put down the collars.”

Mayor Primeau, “I am glad you are here tonight Kenny, and George also, so that you can speak about this and answer the Council’s questions and concerns.”

At 7:40 PM, with no further public comments being made, Council Member Ricard made a MOTION to adjourn.  Seconded by Council Member Kennedy.  All members voted “AYE”.  The motion passed.
